On March 23rd, our office closed at noon
due to the request of our local and state
government.

We forwarded calls and
emails to our homes and Liz, our Educare
Coordinator, called all of her child care
providers to make arrangements to cancel
face-toface visits and instead opt for

phone consultations.

As new rules and recommendations came
out seemingly every day, there were more
changes to be made; not just at our
places of business, but everywhere. First,
we had to not have groups of more than
50 in attendance, then it quickly moved to
20, and before we knew it, we were
limited to 10l Suddenly the word
ESSENTIAL was the most important word
of the day and it became defined and
redefined multiple times. These were
times that none of us could have ever
expected or predicted and wouldnt have
ever believed it if we were not smack dab
in the middle of it, even in our small

communities.

I'm sure just like us, the words that kept
falling from your mouths was something
along the lines of, “This is crazyl Is this
really happening? Surely this isn't real,
right?” Well, as it turns out, it was and is
REALLY happening and we are all
becoming accustomed to a new normal at

least for now.

These new recommendations required us
to not only work from home, but to cancel
our ‘regularly scheduled programming’
such as monthly board meetings,
physically attending Child Advocacy Day in
Jefferson City (which was held digitally),

Also, on June 1st, EMAA will be opening a second office in St. Francois County at the Uplift Center, located adjacent
to the senior center, at 605 Wallace Rd. in Farmington. At this time, clients are being served via email, phone, fax
and drop boxes. Funding is available to assist with energy assistance, rent and emergency needs. Also, MO-PTC
taxes are being prepared. In addition, EMAA will also be offering the homeless community a laundry and shower
facility along with a hot meal and access to computers to look for work. This will be available during the above listed
business hours. There will be an open house for the new facility on June 2, 11 a.m—1 p.m.
